The Washington Post cited Allen’s press release on September 13, 2000 as saying that he “would not repeal the existing ban” and would leave the Clinton-Feinstein gun ban in place, which bans more than 180 types of semi-automatic firearms used in sports, hunting and collecting along with a ban on magazines holding more than 10 rounds.

In order to leave the ban in place, Senator Allen MUST vote to repeal the sunset provision that automatically ends the 1994 Clinton-Feinstein semi-auto gun ban in 2004.

So don’t be fooled, what George Allen is really saying is that he is going to vote to re-enact Bill Clinton’s 1994 GUN BAN.  That means George Allen is going to vote for new gun control.
